Saturday 27th February 2010, 9am to 12.30 pm – Frogs of the 
Gympie region 

MRCCC’s Frog expert Eva Ford will share her vast knowledge of frogs in the local area, providing descriptions of 
their appearance and calls, and information about frog habitat.

In this workshop, Tim will use illustrated lectures to demonstrate the biology of stingless bees, 
their importance in natural and agro-ecosystems and their use by humans.  He will intersperse the lectures with 
practical sessions on how to rescue stingless bees, how to split their hives and to extract the honey.
